Brief Summary

Analysis of Sports tourism; 
with special reference to the Alappuzha District.

The purpose of the study was to analyze sports tourism in Kerala: with special reference to Alapuzha district. The subjects were selected form Alappuzha district of Kerala. A total of thousand (N= 1000) subjects were selected from the people of Alappuzha district. The total subjects were divided in to four sub- groups, each subgroup having equal numbers (n = 250). The investigator directly visited the popular places of Alappuzha and collected the data. 

The total subjects were selected from various categories namely, 

· People outside from India 

· People outside form Kerala

· People outside from Alappuzha 

· People those who resident at Alappuzha 

        
Both primary and secondary data have been used for the study. Primary data have been collected by using interview method. Journals, magazines, news papers, internet etc form the sources of secondary data’s. Multistage sampling technique has been used selecting the sample. In first stage one of the fourteen districts was selected and from the selected district respondents were selected according to the convenience of the researcher. The district selected for the study is Alappuzha.

      
 The framework of the study was concerned as descriptive in nature. Descriptive research studies are those concerned with determining the characteristics of particular individual or a group. The purposive random sampling method was utilized for collection of data. The investigator directly visited to Alappuzha district in various occasions and collected data’s directly from the subjects. Interview method was utilized for collecting data’s. Finally, the investigator has made some conclusions on the basis of his experiences and knowledge level with Alappuzha district. Alappuzha district is blessed with nature; the environmental advantage is helps to develop water sport tourism. 

            Under the condition and the limitation the present investigations of the following conclusion were drawn.

1. The most popular water sport in the Alappuzha was the Nehru Trophy Boat Race that held at Punnamada Lake.

2. The people those who were from outside of Kerala and India were not fully satisfied with the current facilities of Alappuzha, which means our facilities are not up to the international standard.

3. Majority of tourists and visitors likes the sports events those conducted at Alappuzha district. 

4. As per the given data, Alappuzha was not a costly area for tourists. Most of the subjects were positively responded towards the cost of their visit. 

5. Alappuzha district have been providing good safety and support for the visitors, but the people from outside of India were not fully satisfied with the safety conditions as compared to their nation.   

6. The behavioral standard of service providers in Alappuzha was satisfactory in all case except people from outside of India. 

7. Alappuzha district having the natural potential to provide more options to the visitors but it belongs in an average level as compared to the other popular nations. 

8. The investments was too less by the government and privet firms towards the water sports.   

9. The investigator has found that from his study, the people have high motive to visit again Alappuzha district but the standard have to be increased.
